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SEHITLIK MOSQUE AND CEMETERY IN NEUKOLLN

We will visit the Sehitlik Mosque and Cemetery in Neukdlln near Tempelhofer Feld. The largest mosque in Berlin,
it holds up to 1,500 people, and was one of the selected locations visited by German President Joachim Gauck
during his official inauguration in 2012. The Islamic Sehitlik cemetery is the oldest burial place in Germany for
adherents of Islam, established in 1866 on land dedicated to to the Islamic community by the Prussian King
Wilhelm.

Expanded between 1999 and 2005 as an octagon with pillars and supporting arches, the mosque's design was
inspired by classical Ottoman architecture of the 16th and 17th centuries. Its white walls and the dome are
decorated with golden calligraphy and abstract patterns in blue and red. Daylight comes in through stained-
glass windows. The dome is flanked by two narrow minarets.

Sehitlik Mosque fosters relationships between Berlin’s Muslim and non-Muslim populations by hosting a variety
of events and tours. Join us for a tour of the mosque and cemetery in English. Afterwards we can have some
refreshments together at a nearby café.
